


The third stage involved the integration of the
Trapeze hardware elements and the Darrick
Wood Microsoft Network the integration of
the Trapeze front-end hardware with Darrick
Wood’s existing network.

IAS (Internet Authentication Services)
was set up on a MS Windows Server to
enable wireless users to authenticate with
a single login against existing username
and password credentials residing in
Active Directory (the school’s database of
trusted network users) — as per a normal
‘wired’ login. New wireless groups were
then created in this database along with
security policies including pre-defined
authentication and data encryption
methods. The final stage was to test all
coverage areas for a successful wireless
connection to the network.

Matt Gale continues: “One of the most
important benefits of the network has
been the reliability. We are currently
running 289 laptops in a highly-secure
environment with ‘additional guest logins’
used to provide further integrity.”

The Future

The once hectic start of the academic year
has been transformed into a 21st century
learning environment. Teachers can now
walk into their classrooms without looking
at a box full of handouts, lesson plans,
board rubbers and registers. With all of
this information having been taken and
recorded online, school management
